C. City Council

      1. Councilman Resinkin Discussion of Council Packets

Councilman Resinkin stated that he has been approached by a couple of people that they would like more information on Council Meetings but they work over the hill and aren’t able to get to City Hall within regular business hours. He recommended adding the Council Meeting Packets to the website next to the agendas that are already posted before each meeting. 
Councilman Henderson agreed with Resinkin’s recommendation. 

Councilman Nebeker stated that he too has been approached by a couple people that would like more information on Council Meetings. Nebeker also stated that the City’s website seems very thorough and thinks the community would appreciate the information as long as it is legal to do so.
Mayor Petrie stated that he made the same attempt in 2015 and learned that it is considered not a best practice due to the potential of private information being accidently posted in the packets.

City Clerk Lyleen Jerome stated that it can legally be done and it is being done by some cities in Idaho. Out of 29 cities in Idaho’s District 3 Region there are 6 cities posting their Council Packets on their websites at this time. Jerome continues that currently the City Council, Department Heads, the City Attorney, the Mayor, and The Messenger Index receive Council Packets. She feels that there is a big risk of the community misinterpreting something in the packet.
Councilman Resinkin stated that by posting the packets on the City website it would make the City more transparent and allow the community that is unable to attend meetings to have the information discussed. 
Mayor Petrie stated that Council will be receiving less information due to each document needing to be scrubbed of any private information. Petrie continues that there are virtually no public record requests for Council Packets at this time and this change will cause a new more time consuming routine for staff each week. 

City Attorney Jake Sweeten stated that from a legal stand point his concern is unintended consequences. Sweeten continued that when someone has a public record request they fill out a form so we know who is making the request and they are not allowed to use that information for solicitation type purposes. Although these are public records subject to inspection there could be certain situation that would require redaction. Sweeten stated that he is hesitant to recommend it for these reasons.
Councilman Nebeker stated that he understands both sides of concern and thinks that the time frame wouldn’t have to change. The Clerk could still send out the packets as she does now but then not post the packet online until Monday or Tuesday before the Council Meeting then the community could have the packets to pull up on their own devices during the meetings and follow along. Nebeker also states that maybe this would encourage more to come to the Council Meetings now that they could see what will be talked about.

Councilman Resinkin states that this will make it even easier on the public to have access to the information rather than needing to come into City Hall and ask for a public records request.

Stout also states that when he does meet with a department head he makes a point to ask the department heads the same questions in front of Council so everyone can hear it again. Councilman Stout continues to say that legal Counsel advised him that it would be in his best interest not to attend the meetings but that there wasn’t anything legally that stated a City Councilman could not attend staff meetings.

3.  Discussion of Evergreen Drive Sewer Issues

Bruce Evans presented the sewer issues on Evergreen Drive. After research Public Works discovered that the City does not own or have any type of sewer utility easement for this 8” diameter sewer mainline for the homes located at 500 & 600 Evergreen Drive. At this time, these homes are experiencing sewer problems. Also, at this time it was discovered that homes 100 thru 400 Evergreen Drive are connected to the same 6” sewer line behind each home, it does not meet the minimum requirements line size of 8” diameter. With this same sewer service line Public Works has no access or anyway to perform maintenance on this sewer service line. There is an outstanding bill for cleaning the sewer lines for $2,184.83 at 100 Evergreen Drive from Goff’s Plumbing and Public Works recommends reimbursing the home owner. Evans stated that with the creation of the new sewer utility access easement, there will be costs for purchasing these easements, recording of the new sewer utility Public Works will request help from KELLER Associates for direction, and negotiations process with each property owner involved.
Councilman Nebeker made a MOTION TO APPROVE THE PAYMENT TO GOFF’S PLUMBING IN THE AMOUNT $2,184.83 FOR REPAIRS MADE AT 100 EVERYGREEN DRIVE. A SECOND made by Councilman Stout.  Motion Carried
