4. Update on report from U.S.A.C.O.E. Flood Levee for WWTP July 2017

Bruce Evans informed the Council according to the report most of the concerns are related to 2-drainage pipes that cross the flood levee. The first drainage pipe crosses near the laboratory/old dog kennel building. The second drainage pipe is for waste irrigation water from part of the Smith Ditch (canal) system. Both pipe requirements are to be video inspected (sewer canal) cleaned and maintenance records provided before their next inspection which is approximately every 2 to 5 years. Also, there needs to be an inspection and maintenance to revetment (riprap along waters edge). Evans explains the levee is currently meeting the minimum standards and shouldn’t have any catastrophic failure but there are items that need to be addressed.
City Clerk - Lyleen Jerome – presented her report
Fire Chief - Fire Chief Curt Christensen – presented his report
Councilman Resinkin asked Chief Christensen if the Fire Department was on schedule for removing the holiday banners along Main Street and Washington Avenue. Chief Christensen answered that it isn’t a regular job duty of the fire department but that they are happy to help and that the banners will be removed the following day. 
Chief Christensen gave an update on a recent house fire that occurred and reviewed fire protocol.

Councilman Welch asked Chief Christensen about the status of his personnel policies. Chief Christensen answered that he was still working on it with legal counsel and there were no details to share at this times.

Chief of Police - Chief Steve Kunka – presented his report
Councilman Stout asked Chief Kunka if our police department has any drones. Chief Kunka answered that they do but they are not using them this time.
