Provide a site plan with property lines, fences. existing structures and buildings and the location and size of the proposed cage or pen for requested animal.
Provide identification of the animal(s) to be kept on premises, to include species, age, and physical description of each individual animal, such that the individual animal can be positively identified.
Provide written consent from the owners of all premises, except public lands, within one hundred feet (100') of the perimeter of the property where animal(s) are requested to be kept.

· Maximum of two (2) animals listed above may be allowed for each permit.

· The minimum property size required for each permit shall be one (1) acre.

· No structure intended to house or feed the animal is permitted within twenty five feet (25') of a property line.

· The animal must be kept within an area that is enclosed with a fence that is at least four feet (4’) in height. No portion of the enclosed area is permitted in the front yard of any property containing a dwelling. 

· The owner/caretaker of the animals must reside on or adjacent to the property where the animal is kept.

· All locations, pens, corrals or structures used to keep or maintain any of the animals must be kept in a clean or sanitary condition, free from obnoxious odors or substances, and it is unlawful to permit any decaying food, refuse or any other substance or matter to remain therein. Failure to comply with this standard may result in revocation of permit.

· No permit may be transferred to any other person or location
· The applicant shall pay to the City Clerk a fee set by resolution of the City Council and the permit shall be valid for a period of one calendar year (January 1 through December 31).
· If any license fee has not been paid on or before January 31 of each year, the clerk shall collect a penalty in addition to said license fee in an amount set from time to time by council action.
· This permit may be revoked at the discretion of the Chief of Police, mayor and member of the Emmett City Council.
